 Citrus belong to the Rutaceae family along with non-citrus white sapote, mock orange, 
wampi, kumquat and a few other trees of lesser importance. The 
genus Citrus includes the pummelo (jabon), grapefruit, orange, 
citron, lemon, lime, calamondin, mandarin (tangerine), and such 
hybrids as tangelo (tangerine x grapefruit). The limequat is a cross 
between a citrus, lime, and a non-citrus, kumquat. 

 Citrus trees are an excellent investment for any yard because 
of its payoff in fruit. Because of the high price of real estate and 
the tendency to build large houses, yard space for planting trees

I have heard plants have 
been stolen from schools, a volunteer project planted by Maui Outdoor Circle in Kula, plant 
nurseries, and from residential and commercial properties.

Except 
for a few, we live and work by an unwritten “code of ethics”. If you hear of anyone bragging 
about “scoring plants for free”, please let us know.  This island is small and it will surface even-
tually. I know that Bromeliads are being stolen because there are empty spaces where plants 
were, rocks disarranged, keikis missing from “mother” plants and the stealing of one bromeliad 
that was our only one! It only gave us one keiki a year but has been in our garden for about 10 
years. We do know our property!

 At Maui Tropical Plantation, over the years, we have traded plants and cuttings with 
others. We have donated nursery space, cuttings and care for plants that MALP has grown and 
sold at the Ulupalakua Ag. Fair and MALP’s annual Lawn and Garden Fair. So please kokoa! 
Recently stronger laws have been passed for Ag. Theft and we need to start talking to each 
other and helping each other out.
